QUARTER ROC RANCH 

BREEDING SERVICE AGREEMENT AND LIABILITY REALEASE
 

This breeding agreement and liability release is by and between Linda Cook, hereinafter referred to as stallion owner, and _____________________________, hereinafter referred to as mare owner.  

Stallion owner hereby agrees to breed the Quarter Horse - Roc’n with Hancock, AQHA registration #4460493  to the mare, ___________________________, breed ____________________, registration # ______________, which is owned or leased by mare owner during the breeding season on 200__.  This agreement is taken on this ___ day of __________, 200__.

Mare owner hereby agrees to pay the following fees for service pursuant to this agreement

1. Consideration:  A nonrefundable booking fee of $75.00 which is due and payable at the execution of this agreement and the balance of the stallion fee of $325.00 and boarding/mare care fees are due and payable when mare owner retakes possession of mare.

  

2. Live Foal Guarantee.  If the aforesaid mare fails to have a live foal that stands and nurses, the mare may be returned to the service of the stallion without charge of additional stallion fees, provided a licensed veterinarian attests to such occurrence in writing and notification is to the stallion owner, 3 days of such occurrence.  Also provided occurrence was not a direct result of negligence on the part of the mare owner.  In the event that the above state mare does not take and become in foal and/or mare does not deliver a live foal and/or “Live Foal” does not stand and nurse after birth, the Stallion Owner shall offer another breeding at no charge Or allow the mare owner to substitute another mare

3. Mare Card/Boarding fee: Mare owner agrees to pay for care and feeding of mare while in stallion owner’s custody $8.00 per day for dry mares and $9.50 for wet mares.  Veterinary fees occurred while mare is at Quarter Roc Ranch shall be charged to mare owner.  Said fees shall be paid before aforesaid mare leaves the farm.  Mare owner has inspected stallion owner’s facility and is satisfied with it.  Mare owner may select their own veterinarian prior to bringing their mare to Quarter Roc Ranch for breeding.  If no vet is named should any emergency arise during the mare’s stay at Quarter Roc Ranch we will use the services of Pedernales Veterinary Clinic  All fees from Pedernales Vet Clinic incurred will be the responsibly of the Mare Owner. 

4. Veterinarian Certificates:  Mare owner agrees to insure that mare is in good health and has been cultured and free from transmittable illnesses or diseases.  A clean culture issued by a licensed Veterinarian within the past ninety days before breeding occurs.  Mare owner hereby agrees that the stallion owner reserves the right to refuse service to any mare which appears to be diseased or which is unfit for breeding, in the opinion of the stallion owner.  Mare owner hereby agrees to hold stallion owner harmless from any claim resulting from accidental injury or death of aforesaid mare (and foal).  Stallion owner hereby agrees to hold mare owner harmless from any claim resulting from injury by aforestated mare.  Stallion owner hereby agrees to maintain aforesaid mare in good condition pursuant to this agreement, with proper care, handling, and protection, according to the rules of good animal husbandry and reasonable standards and practices of the horse industry
5. Ferrier Services:  Mare must be presented with hind shoes removed and hooves trimmed so as to not cause harm to herself or the Stallion prior to arrival at Quarter Roc Ranch.

6. Stallion Warranty: Stallion Owner warrants that said stallion is free from disease or infection that could be transmitted to said mare, and agrees to pay for and provide a veterinarian certificate, showing such freedom from disease or infection.
7. Premises: Stallion owner hereby agrees that mare owner may go upon stallion owner’s premises at any time and inspect aforesaidd mare and determine if same is in good health and properly cared for.

8. Rick of Loss and Hold Harmless:  Mare owner agrees to assume the risk of loss due to injury, sickness or death of said mare while on Quarter Roc Ranch premises.  Mare Owner agrees to indemnify and hold Stallion Owner harmless for any loss of injury due to acts of said mare.  To protect against said loss or injury Mare Owner aggress to secure or deny the right to obtain appropriate liability insurance for said mare.  
9. Certificate and Substitutions.  At Mare Owner’s request, Stallion Owner may issue a breeding certificate after the Mare’s sixty (60) day pregnancy check by a licensed veterinarian and determined to be “safe in foal.”  However, all charges must be paid in full prior to issuance of the breeding certificate.  Mare Owner shall not sell or assign this breeding contract without prior written consent of Stallion Owner.  There shall be no substitution of mares without the express written consent of Stallion Owner.  Any attempt to assign or substitute without prior written consent of Stallion Owner will terminate this Agreement and release Stallion Owner from all obligations contained herein. 
   

10. Registration:  Stallion Owner agrees to execute and pay for all necessary document of the Breeding registration of the offspring of this breeding with AQHA and APHA registration offices.   Mare owner will provide a copy of mare’s registration at time of breeding to allow Stallion Owner to complete the necessary documentation for filing a Stallion report to obtain a breeders certificate. 
11. IF ARRANGEMENTS ARE NOT MADE TO PICK UP MARE AND ALL INCURRED EXPENSES PAID WITHIN 45 DAYS OF THE DATE AGREED TO, THE AFORESTATED MARE WILL BE CONSIDERED ABANDONED AND WILL BECOME THE PROPERTY OF THE STALLION OWNER.

12. Miscellaneous Terms and Conditions. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties. This Agreement cannot be amended except in writing and signed by both parties. This Agreement shall be construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Texas.  Mare Owner irrevocably and unconditionally submits to the personal and subject matter jurisdiction of Texas.  Any objections as to proper venue are waived.  The prevailing party shall be entitled to all legal fees, costs and expenses should a dispute arise between the parties with regard to the Agreement. 
13. Additional Considerations. 
a.       Mare will not be bred to the Stallion without a fully executed copy of this Agreement as well as the appropriate addenda received and approved by Stallion Owner or its Agent along with complete payment;
b.       Mares that fail to settle within said breeding season shall be carried over to the following year only.
